Day 1: Wednesday, October 14, 2026 Overnight Flight
England and its charming countryside await you.
Discover the genteel nature and wild landscapes of
southern English towns and the vibrant energy of the
capital city, London.

Day 2: Thursday, October 15, 2026 London, England
Welcome to London, England'’s dynamic capital, where
the medieval intertwines with the modern. In this city
steeped in history, everything you've read and seen in
films comes to life as you take in the sights and
everyday facets of London life.

During World War |, the property became a convalescent
home for officers, and during World War Il, a military hospital. Since then, this grand estate became Bovey Castle, winning a
multitude of awards and recognized as one of the most outstanding hotels in England.

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 3. This means you're an on-
the-go traveller. You don't want to miss a thing, so walking and standing
for longer periods of time (2-3 hours) isn't a big deal. A moderately paced
two-and-a-half-hour walking tour, covering several miles, hills, and uneven
surfaces, is no problem for you. Walking four miles over the course of a day
is very doable, as is climbing into and out of various modes of
transportation (tuk-tuk, cable car, zodiac, etc.). You can climb three flights
of stairs easily and handle altitudes between 6,000 and 9,000 feet. Expect
some longer days with early mornings or late nights balanced with free
time to recharge or set out on your own adventure. This level is not a fit for
travellers who require mobility assistance devices.

Most of the sightseeing on this tour is outdoors so please be prepared for
walking in all weather.

If you require any special assistance while on tour, please make us aware at
time of reservation so the necessary request form can be sent to your
attention.

Much of the terrain in Cornwall, Devon, and the Cotswold's is hilly and
uneven.

Elements of the guided tours in Cornwall and Devon may involve walking
uphill and over sandy and grassy areas.

Days of features are interchangeable.

Hotels in the UK usually have smaller rooms by comparison and older
properties may not have elevators or air conditioning.

Hotel check-in on your day of arrival is 3:00 p.m. Rooms may not be
available prior to that time.

Single accommmodations are limited and are available on a first-come, first-
served basis. Single rate subject to change based on availability.

Coaches, which may not be lavatory equipped, may be used on this tour. In
this case, frequent stops are made during travel periods.

To complete your tour, we include round-trip airport-to-hotel transfers
when purchasing our airfare with your tour. If you have arranged for your
own air, we are pleased to provide you the option of purchasing these
transfers.
