Crater, with an overnight camp on the crater’s rim, offering stunning views and the
sounds of the wild under the stars.

The
vistas from the Ngorongoro Crater rim are stunning, and there is an ever-present abundance of animals, due
to the permanent water supply on the crater floor.

H\ead out early for a wildlife safari drive in the Ngorongoro Crater, which supports a resident population of more
an

Fly to the beautiful island of Zanzibar and transfer to the hotel. Enjoy an orientation walk in historic Stone
